At its March 16 meeting, the Transportation Commission voted to endorse the staff-recommended list
of four projects for pre-application for grant funding for the FY 2028 SMART SCALE program. The
proposed application for the three City projects and one DASH project would include up to $56 million
for the following requests:

Metroway Extension - Up to $10 million

DASH Facility Expansion Phase 11 - Up to $12 million
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Transportation Commission is aware that because the timeline for submissions of pre-applications is
significantly sooner than the application deadline, staff will develop more detailed cost estimates over
the next several months, and that the amounts above are maximum funding requests.
